The St. John’s/Twin Lakes Area Chamber Farmer’s Market

St. John’s/Twin Lakes Area Chamber invites you to participate in our Twin Lakes Farmer’s Market.  In an effort to help the market thrive we have developed guidelines that we ask each vendor to follow for continuity and by doing so we will become a successful venue and continue to grow.

Management ~ The Twin Lakes Area Chamber & Business Association is hosting the Farmer’s Market.  The Market Managers are Joann O’Reilly (262-877-2220) and Corinne Krebs (262-877-2805).  If any issues or questions arise please feel free to contact either individual for assistance.

Location ~ The Farmer’s Market will be located in the Central Park just east of the Chamber office and Caboose at the corner of Lake Avenue and Main Street.  This area is a great location for the market with ample parking available.  

Market Days & Hours ~ The Market will be held the second and fourth Friday from 4:00 - 7:00pm, June 10 - October 28 for 2011. 

Eligible Participants ~ 

1. Any grower or producer offering for sale items for human consumption such as fruit, vegetables, grains, nuts, berries, apiary products, maple syrups, preserves, baked goods, meat, fish, etc. must be grown or produced within 75 miles of Twin Lakes.

2. Producers of non-edible items such as cut, dried or potted flowers or plants within the 75 miles of Twin Lakes.

3. Producers of not for human consumption such as soaps, lotions, clothing, textiles, etc. produced using natural sustainable materials, within the 75 miles of Twin Lakes.
4. Prepared food and beverage products sold for consumption at market must comply with all Federal, State, Local Health Department laws, rules and licensing requirements.  .

5. The Market Managers reserve the right to limit the number of same type vendors.  A complete list of all items that you wish to sell must accompany your application.

Church/Civic/School Groups ~ Local Church, Civic or School groups are welcome to occupy a 10’ x 10’ space at the market, free of charge, two times per year per group.  Use of the booth must be approved by the market management through an application detailing the group’s intended activities at the market.  Application must be submitted to the market management at least two weeks prior to the desired date of attendance.  Dates are available on a first come, first served basis;; requested dates may not be available due to space constraints.  Groups are expected to be aware of and adhere to the Market’s general rules of operation and participant conduct.  
Displaying & Selling ~

1. Participants must furnish their own tables, chairs, canopy, and display arrangements.  All items must be secured with weights to assure the safety of the shoppers and vendors.

2. Signage with business name and logo is encouraged.

3. Prices of all items must be marked and in full view of the customers.

4. All market participants must park in the lot located to the west of the Chamber building.

Participant Conduct - General Rules of Operation ~ 

1. Vendors and employees should conduct themselves in a pleasant, courteous manner to other vendors, customers, and market management.

2. Vendors must adhere to Village of Twin Lakes rules and regulations.

3. Food vendors must follow Health Department Regulations.  Sellers of potentially hazardous food must contact the Division of Health for approval and possible licensing requirement prior to selling such foods.  Processed foods must originate from a certified-licensed establishment.  Vendor must present a copy of certified licensed establishment.

4. The trade of live animals is not permitted.

5. Absolutely no dumping of excess product.  All items must be taken off location.

6. Smoking on market grounds is strongly discouraged.

7. Vendors are not permitted to bring pets to the market.

8. Packing of product and leaving prior to the close of the market is not permitted except in extremely dangerous weather conditions.

9. Limited power is available at an additional charge.  You must supply appropriate extension cords if power is desired.  

Enforcement of Rules of Operation ~ Participants in the market must adhere to the rules of operation at all times.  The market manager has full authority to enforce all the rules.  Participants will be informed of non-compliance of market rules in person as well as by letter.  Any participant failing to comply after notification could loose space for the season.

Notification of Absence ~ Please notify the market managers when you will not attend a market in which you have committed to.  The market will be held rain or shine and no refunds or credits will be issued should you choose not to attend.  

Safety Rules ~ All canopies, tarps, umbrellas, and other display items utilized must be secured with weights not stakes for the safety of the participants and customers. 

Hold Harmless Agreement ~ Participants must either have a Certificate of Liability insurance naming the Twin Lakes Area Chamber & Business Association as insured or sign a waiver of liability prior to the set up of space.
Registration ~ The market has a limited number of spaces available.  Spaces will be filled on a first come first served basis with preference given to full season participants.  Payment must accompany the registration form to be considered a complete registration and assigned a space.  All payments are non-refundable.
